


Cold-Weather Energy 
Saving Tips

As cold weather visits our region, you may find several of these tips helpful in 
cutting your energy costs.  A larger list appears on our website: www.tclp.org.

1	 Start wearing layers of warmer clothing and turn your thermostats down 
to 68 degrees or below. Reduce your settings to 55 degrees before going 
to sleep or when away for the day. Install programmable thermostats to 
efficiently achieve this daily task if you don’t have them today.

2	 If you don’t have the latest insulated windowpanes, make temporary 
double-pane windows by using plastic sheeting over your regular windows. 
This reduces the amount of energy lost through your windows.

3	 If you have an old heating furnace, consider replacing it with a new energy-
efficient furnace to save money over the long term. Look for the Energy Star® 
because it signifies superior energy saving devices.

Decorating a tree or an object outdoors with electrical lights can add to your 
festivities this season IF you follow some important safety tips. Here’s a sample:

1 	Check each set of lights, new or old, for broken or cracked sockets, frayed 
or bare wires, or loose connections. Discard damaged sets or repair them 
before using.

2 	Before using lights outdoors, check labels to be sure they have been certified 
for outdoor use. To hold lights in place, string them through hooks or insulated 
staples, not nails or tacks. Never pull or tug lights to remove them.

3 	Turn off all lights when you go to bed or leave the house. The lights could 
short out and start a fire.
